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To develop skills of Japanese language which would be sufficient to work at a Japanese company in the

future, as well as for your campus and daily life in Japan.
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To develop and improve Japanese language skills of reading, listening, speaking and writing.
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Students are expected to 1) develop your communication skills of Japanese language, 2) acquire
Japanese language skills of reading, listening, speaking, and writing, which are necessary for

internship, and 3) cultivate a better understanding of society and cultures in Japan.
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Course outline depends on the class you belong.
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Grading is performed based on your results of midterm test, final test and attendance, although it

depends on the class you belong.
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Textbook information will be provided by your teacher.
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You must take this course for one year, in both the Autumn and Spring semesters.
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Office hour; every week
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The class you belong is decided depending on your score of the Placement Test, which you will take

before this course starts.
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It is recommended to continue your learning of Japanese language program and/or Business Japanese

until your graduation even after you get a credit of this course if you wish to work at a Japanese

company after graduation.
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Your class in the spring semester will be decided after discussion with your teacher or with a project
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officer when the autumn semester ends. You may not be allowed to take the class you wish in the
spring semester depending on your grading in the autumn semester.
If you cannot attend classes because of overlap with another course, you will be allowed to attend

special lessons.
